BRITAIN AND GERMANY.

Berlin, May 18.—Disapproval hag
been expressed by the Kaiser of any
attempt to widen the breach between
Germany and England, such as was
attempted by the Navy League. The
Magdeburger Zeitung says that lese
majeste proceedings have been drop-
ped, but both Vice-Presidents of the
league have resigned.

It appears that the Kaiser will no
longer tolerate the agitation by the
league, which was hindering the po-
licy of the government.

000,000, The scheme is entirely distinct
from the plan to build a peace palace.
