The public opinion in Japan reveals
a cerfiiin mistrust as to Russia's sin-
cerety, and extreme caution 18 recoms-
mended at every step to be taken. With
respect to the place where the Peace
conference should meet, the Far East
18 suggested as the most appropriate,
say, in Pekin, Tientsing or Tie Pass,

Some of the English dailies express
today their doubts as to Rooscrvelt’s
ability in bringing the two rival na-
tions to an understanding. The Daily
Thelegraph, official organ of the Go-
vernment, believes there are reasons to
expect satisfactory results, although
delays and difficulties might occur.

In Puris the opinion is more pesimis-
tic, due to messages received from Rus-
sia telling how the party opposed to
the peace feel strengthened in their
arguments in favor of the war, by the
protests received from Linevitch and
other generals, Le Temps states that
in the name of civilization the powers
continue assisting Roosevelt in his ener
getic and prudent efforts to put an end
to the terrible slaughter,

The Mikado called together an ex-
traordinary State Council, to discuss
the peace conditions. Princes Fushi-
ma, Kanin, Yamashina, Princess San-
dako, the ministers and several old
Statesmen attended the meeting.

Russia's answer has been transmit-
ted to Washington. This step leads to
think that before 48 hours have elaps-
ed, Japan will have indicated when
and where must the Plenipotentiaries
meet. Lamsdorff has notified several
powers that now there 1= no doubt as
to the Plenipotentiaries meeting in the
very near future.

AN INJUSTICE TO THE poor—Com-
plaints are numerous that instead of
landlords being for the neglect of keep-
ing their yards and closets clean, the
poor unfortunate tenants are made to
pay the piper. We know positively that
such has been the case, and think ita
great hardship, as some of the poor
people are living in yards with ranges
of rooms amounting to large numbers,
and without any provision made as
regards the necessary accomodation in
the shape of out-othces, kitchen etc.
We hold, when such a large number of
people are occupying the same build-
ing, situated as they are, in ranges of
rooms whit one common yard, it 1s im-
possible to make any one tenaut res-
ponsible for it's cleantiness, theérefore;
it should be the duty of the landlord to
employ a person for the cleaning of it,
and whenever the Municipal official find
that it 1s not dome, we say; that the
land lord who invariable receives a lar-
ge profit upon a small investment,
should be made to pay the fine, and
not the poor tenant, as God knows in
many cases, it is as much as he can
manage to pay the large amount, which
is charged, for some of these unsuita-
ble and un wholsome téenements.
