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The Czar now mnclines for Peace

The time has come at last
for the rational and sober con-
sideration of the Czar of all the
Russias.

What from the pressure which
has been brought to bear upon
the stubborn and bloodthirsty
will of the Czar, by the recent
and over whelming defeats that
overtook him, on land and sea,
and also the earnest and huma-
ne entreaties of the Powers,
but, principally, that of the
President of the United States.
We are glad to say, that at
last, this despotic dictator has
been brought to admit, that
discretion is the better part of
valor.

At last, if not 1n words by
his action, the Czar has admit-
ted that he is hors de combat,
and on that account we are now
in a position to record the truth
in regards to the movement for
peace. Gradually the peace ne-
gotiation in the Far Kast was
nearing a settlement, but, at
last it has arrived at a conclu-
sion—thanks to President Roo-
sevelt—that the only difficulty
that now stands in the way, is
the settlement of what place,
will the conference be held.
It 1s however, officially known
that three cities have been se-
lected, and from which, one
will be chosen viz:—Washing-
ton, The Hague and Geneva.
London and Paris were also
named during the selection, but,
on account of certain objec-
tions best known to the Czar,
the last two named places must
be left out of the question.
However, 1t 1s well known that
while Russia would not enter-
tain London or Paris in the
matter, still more; would she
oppose any city in Asia. So, it
is almost certain, as Japan has
also shown her dislike to the
Hague, that this great confe-
rence will take place, and shor-
tly, in the American capital.

Thus far; President Roose-
velt has been accepted as the
peacemaker in the gigantic
quarrel, which; if for no other
reason, inclines us to say, that
Washington will bz accepted
as the ground upon which the
deliberations for peace, in con-
nection with this long and un-
precedented war, will be set-
tled upon. Still, as we are writ-
ing this article, we again hear
the renewing cry of war! and
it is said, to be on the brink of
involving three of the greatest
Powers of the world; Then,
there is room for a reconci-
liation, and we can return to
the subject of peace, and in
conclusion hope, that while
it will mark a most beau-
tiful epoch in the life of Roose-
velt, that, the terms of peace
may be so fixed, as to stern the
tide of another war of it's na-
ture, Ah! for a long time.

The French government is almost
convinced of Germany's deliberate in-
tention of provoking a war.
