The Plange is at onr pates !

F'rom the latest information
we have just learnt that most
dreadful of diseases the bu-
bonic plague i1s even now at
our gates. This awful enemy
of man, commenced its deadly
work so far from this part of
the globe, thatat one time, men
of these countries felt at rest,
believing; that the distance of
its origin was so great, that we
would never be disturbed by i1ts
ravages.

Re-
gulate your means, and buy
cheap, yet; wholesome and nu-
tritious food, such ascorn flour,
beans, rice, bananas and vege-
tables.

Women “ ho (mmble

Julia Ward Howe, one of the noblest
women of her time, as taken up the
question of gambling, especially among
girls, To one unacquainted with the
society that has fostered a spirit of
recklessness 1n both men and women
it scems quite incredible that Ameri-
can women, notwithstandiog that the
present generation i1s many times re-
moved from their Puritan ancestral
stock, could think of such degeneracy.

It 18, however, lamentably true that
women in the circles of gilded society
not only smoke cigarettes, but gamble
in the most prodigal manner.

Not many seasons ago | crossed on
an Atlantic steamer. There were on
board a number of Americans, many
of whom were splendid types of Amer-
ican men and whomen. There were
others whose chief atraction was the
money they had and the jewels they
wore—women who had little fancy
for the society of the quiet American
women who had honored their own
country at home and abroad, but who
insisted upon playing poker contin-
ually.

A young man was beguiled one day
into joining them, but was seen unex-
pectedly soon afterward walkiong up
and down the deck. A lady friend meet-
ing him inquired why he had innished
his game so quickly. He replied: <They
play too stiff a game for me. I want to
get home, and capnot if I play with
them, I must get into a game with the
men in the smoking room 1o recover as
it is»,

Think of it! Men more to be trusted
than women at cards! Yet these very
women consider themselves the very
ecreme de la creme? of society, and re-
gard with contempt women who have
done anything in the world.

Insatiable desire for excitement
seems to be the cause of the propensity
for gamblhing. These women do noth-
ing from morning until night or from
evening until the wee small hours of
the morning except to drift with the
tide of excitement or languor, as the
case may be. Consequently they must
have diversion of some kind or another,
Therefore they resort to games of
chance. If they win they can indulge to
a greater extent; 1f they lose they do
not care. It 1s not a question of the
loss or gain of money, but one of excit-
ing badinage and frivolity, with just
enough at stake to kill time and give
them the society of men,

It 1s bad enough for womeu w hom
Webster defines as hags to indulge in
such nefarious habits; but for beauti-
ful girls in the bloom . .and fresh-
ness of their youth to descend to such
compromising practices is at the same
time pitiable and alarming, and is al-
ways the result of association, Show
one the company young women keep
and one can prognosticate what they
are or what they will be.

The tendency to imitate is not alone
in parrots, Intelligent human beings
possess the traitin a high degree. Es-
pecially if the persons setting the ex-
ample are in any way celebrated is it
inperfectly natural that those of minor
fluence and position should copy them,
few being strong enough to resist
the temptation or to realize that they
cannot afford to do as others do, when
wat isdoneis wrong and demoralizing.

Mrs. Howe, whose statements can- *
not be gainsaid, stated that the spirit
of gambling ran high at Newport, and
that young women boasted of having
won a thousand dollars., This adds
another proof of the demoralization
going on in America, brought about
by the profligate use of money. There
was a time when a reputable woman
would not have thouglrt it possible to
maintain her dignity and self-respect
and associate with gamblers, much %
less be one herself. Gambling is the
same bapeful vice whether it is done 4
in a palace or in a hovel. There is no
such thing as semi-respectable gamb- =
ling. No woman, voung or old, can S
afford to throw away the inborn in- )

fluence of woman by muntenanctug
any form of gambling.

We have been told in the past that =
the opportunity to gamble was one of ui
the fascinations of Europe for Ameri-
cans with idle hands and plenty of 8
money; and again have been told that .
some Americans manage to support
themselves by gambling. I saw the
wretched women that sat around the
tables in Monte Carlo, and my
soul recoiled at the spectacle and at
the companionship of these women
with men whose very appearance be-
spoke the profligacy of their charac-"
ters. I then believed that there wasno ﬁ
such place in America, but since have |
learned that it is not necessary to go
to Europe to find such companionship
or such dazzling resorts. They can be
found in every city in the Union, and
we blush to think that gentle women
have found them and that men and
women enjoy them. _

I agrce with Mrs. Howe that wumenr .
must join in the crusade against gam- _
blers and gambling; that social ostra- -
cism should extend to gamblers, '['.lF‘ -
they men or women, to protect th&" .
voung men and women from the hurt-
ful influence exerted by the “swell
set.”" Their wealth may enable them to
silence criticism, and may screen them
from public exposure, but it cannot
cure the damage they are doing by the =
influence they are exerting when they
engage in these different forms of dis- =
sipation. vl >
