Wah Lee is lis name and his
laundry is at Prytania an Mel-
pomene, where, with the assis-
tance of two negro women, he
manages to return linen entrust-
ed to him with as little des-
truction as the customs of the
trade will permit.

Last Monday the laundry was
disturbed by anoise. There was
loud talking and an interchan-
oe of vile epithets.

The two negro women in the
backyard heard the deep bass
a Celt mingling with the treble
of the Mongolian, but the lan-
guage was equally abusive on
either side.

The white man was cussing
the Chinaman and the China-
man was giving him his change
without the omission of a let-
ter or syllable.

Finally a bleeding Mongolian
was chattering into the back-
yard with a cut on his left eye,
and having washed his wound,
hied himself to the First Pre-
cinct Station and filed a com-
plaint of assault and battery
against J. P. Bowlin, of 1356
Camp street.

Mr. Bowlin was duly arrést-
ed and, acting upon the advice
of Officer Kilroy, filed a counter
charge against the Chinaman
for «insult and abuse, disturb-
ing the peace and using obscene
language».

The latter branch of the case
came up for hearing yesterday
in Recorder Fogarty's Court,
and either side was represent-
ed by counsel. P. C. Lasalle
appeared for the prosecution
and T. G. Moran for defendant.

The prosecutor, Mr. Bowlin,
testified that he gave the Chi-
naman some clothes to wash

P. 0.
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and after waiting a due time
for their delivery went to Wah
Lee's place of business to see
about 1t and was informed that
the laundry was held for an old
debt of 70 cents.

Mr. Bowlin denied the bill,
never having done business
with defendant before, but the
Chinaman persisted, called him
all sorts of vile names and
attacked him with a sharp
instrument used for marking
clothes. Then Mr. Bowlin got
mad and smote the heathen.

The same day, accompanied
by Officer Kilroy, he returned
to the laundry and demanded
his clothes, tendering the mo-
ney allt:-"'u": to be due on the old
account, but the Chindman was
deflant and stubborn and refus-
ed to give them up, as they
were not ready, and when Mr.
Bowlin offered to take them in
any condition, his offer was re-
jected.

Wah Lee, in 1s own defense,
swore with the assistance of
an interpretor, that Mr. Bowlin
owed him 70 cents and inva-
riably put him off when he ask-
ed for his money; that he did
not apply any epithet to Mr.
Bowlin, and that Mr. Bowlin
struck him with a piece of iron
wrapped up in a newspaper.

Recorder Fogarty fhued the
progressive heathen $15 or
thirty days, from which judg-
ment an appeal was promptly
taken.

Paris is aflame over the recent at-
tack made by the anarclists upon the
person of Alfonso, King of Spain.

Al-
fonso, even before his visit to Paris,
had become quite popular with the
I“rench ane they were glad to welcome
him mto theirarms. Programmes were
so arranged that he could enjoy him-
self to the utmost and the officers of
the Republic, despite the worries
which were pressing upon the state,
did the best to entertain him as fitting
a king.

When the bomb was hurled at the
young king he showed np fear, and
was particularly anxious as to the in-
juries of those who were in his guard
at the time, His face blanched, but hs
wias able to converse as merrily ase
ever, thus giving an ekhibition to the
French of the sort of man they love so
well . The French are not in love with
monarchs, but they hike to look upon
a brave man, no matter who he may
be, King Alfonso’s staunchest friends
and admirers are in Paris to.day, for
lie won the entire French people, This
acconnts for the flame which 1s blaz-
ing in that country against anarchists.
Paris 1s willing to be a haven for
those who have been driven from their
fatherlands. but it is not quite willing
to have those who plan and plot the
murder of anyone,

Petitions are going the rounds of
Paris which will lateér be presented to
President Loubet, calling upon him
to take some action at once for the
disposifion of anarchists. The police
of the city have a long list and the lo-
cation of those who are in the city.

4,000 insurgent marines in Liban are
surrounded by 4 force of infantry and
light artillery, in the underbrush of a
small forest, where they have been for-
ced to retreat.

The Potenski is bombarding the city
of Odes=a and blocking up the port. In
the streets, frequent encounters take
place between the revolutionists and
the saldiers. The hospitals are cram-
med wit the wounded. A fleet com-
manded by Admiral Kruger, stationed
at Sebastopol, has been dispatched to
Odessa to relieve the situation: At noon
the marines from the Potenski landed
automatic cannons which they placed
behind the barricades and used against
the troops. Many of the soldiers are
degerting and joining the revolutio-
nists.

It is rumored that the ofhcers of
Kruger's fleet were killed by the crews
after leaving Sebastopol. If this is true
more than one half of the North Sea
fleet is in the hands of the revolution.
There are fears that the attitude as-
suméd by the marines will excite rebel-
lion among the regular troops. The
only soldiers who inspire perfect conh-
dence to the Government are the faith-
ful Cossacks.

The dandelion contains taraxicum.
which is considered an excellent liver
tonic. The use of dandelions as
egreens* (that is cooked as one would
spinach) has always been common in
this country, Very good they are,
too. their bitter flavor sceming to give
just the tone needed to an appetite
surfeited with the rich cooking of the
winter season. Dandelhion as a salad
is less well known among native Am-
ericans. Near large cities containing
good-sized foreign colonies dandelions
are grown in hotbeds especially to be
caten uncooked as a garuish ora salad.
The bitter may prove a trifle strong
to an untrained palate, and those ex-
perimenting with the salad are ad-
vised to use half lettuce. French dres-
sing is used, of course. This is made
with one tablcspnonfutofnneg'ar with
salt and pepper, and three tablespoon-
fuls of oil carefully dripped and mixed
iuto the one of vinegar.

THE TITLES of nobility won by En-
glishmen on battlefields and by council
table are flaunted to-day in a disquiet-
ingly large number of cases by pallid
weaklings, skirt-dancing men and poor
slaves of skirt-dancing women. The
fortunes wrested from the seas by stur-
dy old pirates or won by manufactur-
ing enterprises are being dissipated in
hundreds of cases by futile fellows
without wit enough to justify their
weaning.
