INHABITANTS OF THE
STATE OF GUAYANA AP-
PEAL TO PRESIDENT
GOMEZ AGAINST BIG
CONCESSION.

Tlie reported attempt of Geu-
eral Cipriano Castro to veturn to
v la on board the hip
Grostuck, once the Umbria of the
Italian navy, coupled with per-
gistent rumors that the state of
unrest in Cindad Bolivar caused
by the granting by the govern-
ment of the fifty year monopoly
of the Orinoco River, isso great
that the outbreak of a revolution
there or even the declaration of
the independence of a uew repib-
lic i& quite probable, has furuish-
ed food fur mucit speculation
hers.

The difficulty in the State of
Guayana, that enormous territory,
south of the Orinoco River, is
that this region is directly affect-
ed by the 810,000,000 concession
recently grauted and which is
now heing negotiated with Eng-
lish capitalists. Wheu the cou-
tract camn up for discussion in
Congress a few days ago, General
Aristides Telleria, presideut of
Guayana State, addressed a fele-
gram to President Gomez iu which
he called attention to the injury
the concession wonld work in his
State and in the Awmazons terri-
tory.

It is reported that thereupon
General Tellaria was summoued
by telegraph to return at once to
Caracas, but that he refused so to
do, feaiing perhaps that he might
go to juil. It is also generally
supposed that the government
has not yet taken any steps in
the matter, not wishing to have
any complications disturb the
centennial © celebration, -~ which
commences the last day of Juns
and to which special envoys have
been seat by the United States

-and otlier nations.

OPPOSITIONS IN
THE SENATE.

Suvere opposition also has de-
veloped in the Senate to the o
proval of the coucession. The
leader of the opposition is Gauner-
al Alejandro Ybarra, member of
the government council, and one
of Venezuela’s most indepsndent
men. Ths contract will be ap-
proved, however, and the oppo
nents to it in Congress are run-
ning the risk of being deprived
of their liberty just assoon as
Congress adjourns.

The coming of General Castro
is considered a ridiculous propo-
sition by everybady, because all
the nations are against him and
will do their part to keep lim
from getting into Venezuela. Just
as soon as it was reperted that he
was on board the Grostuck in
Haytian waters the American
government seut a cruiser to fol-
low the steamship and keep track
of its movements. A few years
ago, when —General Castro was
trying to return to Venezusla on
board a Freuch line steamship, it
is remewbered that the American
government sent: three warspips
to Martiuique to force him to land
and re-embark for Europe ou the
first returning steamship

The motives the Americau gov-
ernment had then for not wanting
General Castro to return still ex-
ist. If heshould again get the
reins of power in Venezuela all
the good work of President Gomez
would be undone in a day and

- ouce again the diplomats would

e

have to leave as and aban-
don their citizens to the mercy of
the dictator.

Colombia feels the same way as
the State Department, aod nu-
doubtedly General Castro would
b lynched if he set foot in  Col-
ombia. He most surely would be
Iynehed or stoned to death if he
should dare land in Curacao, be-
canse once upon a time he had
the natives of Curacau on the
verge of starvation because he
prohibited trade with the main-
land, where they were accustomerd
to get their food.
widad, perhaps, wounld not
be so hostile just now, because
the Gowez goverument has not
thonght it wise to remove the
thivty per cent additional duty on
importations from the West ln-
diau Islands; and Trinidad is the
sufferer by this determination.
