THE ATLANTIG
GOAST STORM.

The Atlautic coast was visited
by astorm on Sunday and Mon-
day which reached hurricane pro-
portions and which did a cousid-
erable amount of damage. as such
storms always do.  Fortui a‘ely,
tho loss of life does not appeir to
have been very great, althongi
the outlyiug islands apd low
coast country have pot yet beeo
all heard from. The centrs of
the storm seems to have passed
over the City of Charlesfon wuere
the wind reached a velocity of
niaety miles an hour and where
the tide becameso high that way
parts of the city were innndated
by the sea. Savannal. Ga., Port
Royal and Beaufort, 8. 0., and
Jucksonville, Fla., appear to have
besu all within the radius of the
storm, but the greatest damage
appeals to have been at Charles-
ton and its immediats neighbor-
hood. In addition to cousiderable
property damage in that city, the
loss of a few lives, the Navy Yard
at that point was cousiderably
damaged and a number of torpedo
boats were driven ashore, ouce
more demonstrating the unwisdomn
of locating a Naval Station in an
exposed Larbor.

While this storm resembled the
typical West India hurricane in
every respect, it appears to have
unberalded, just as did the recent
severe blow iu the vicinity of
Peusacola. The failure of the
Govelnment Statious in the West
Indies to send tmely waraing
of these [wo serious disturbances
either warrants the belief that
the hurricanes have sonawhat
changed their customary routes
or thal the observers neglected to
send Lhe proper waruings. This
is a serious matler, as it is of the
utinost 1npurtance to have ada-
quate nouce of the approach of
oue of these sturms, sv tuat sbip:
ping cau take the proper precaits
tions and peopls living ou eX
posed streteies of the coast or o
outlying islands can seek places
of greater safety and take stops
to protect their property.

‘Phese West India storms the
usual season of whicii is Low at
haod, do a great deal of damage
along our Southern coast and the
Government has long realized that
timely warniug of tueir approach
is of Lhe grealest importauce not
ouly to shipping aud to seacoust
people but to the agricultural in-
terests of the States that border
on the Gulf of Mesico and South
Atlantic. It is therefore highly
important to know just why the
two recent storms reached our
coast unheralded. If it can be
showu that they did not originale
in the West Indiss, but followed
goins new and unusnal courss, it 18
highly important thot this inucs
vation should be investigated and
arrangements made to place ob-
gelvers on muore remote locations
in the West [odies not nuw covy
ered. Itisof the utmost couse-
quence that these storms should
not reach us without proper warn-
ing.—('The Picayune.”)
