We were awamng patiently to
hear what “Concerned” had to
say when he was apprised of the
fact who was the Vice-Consul for
Port Limon but as his letter
which appeared in yesterday’s is-—-
sue and signed Ichabad is a tame
one and of little or no importance
and as no aspersion were cast at
the Vice-Consul we let it pass nao-
noticed. Wo are however inelin-
ed to believe that ‘“‘Concerned”
was innocent as to who the Vice-
Consul was, but if he knew who
he was and his worth he would
have kept quiet. Anyhow there
is nothing in/Ichabad’s scribbling
for us to num,e, only thnt he at-—

ious-—

ly but nnknowmgly.

While on this subject we wonld
like to give publicity to the fol-
lowing : it was rumoured around
town yesterday that Mr. Claude
Doswell has signifigd his iuten-
tion of resigning the position of
Vice-Consul of Limon and which
appoiutment he recently received,
and filling with credit to himself
and the gentleman who selected
him.

We cannot_vouch for the cor-
rectness of the rumour, but in-
deed we trust that thereis no
truth in it, as his resignation will
prove a sorrowful blow to the
Eoglish speaking peopls here.

It is amazing to Kknow the
amount of time this young gentle-
man devotes to the unthankful
offce. ' It has been said by some
one that Mr. Doswell seems to be
fond of experience and is trying
to amass wmore faith and patience
than he is already endowed with,
This seem to be quite true ; we
know the amount of trouble and
worry that is associated with this
office, and from illiterate people.
They believe the British Vice-
Consul is supposed to aftend
to even their private howme
matters and employ lawyers to
settle their scandalous matters—
itis of a higher order. We are
no personal fiiends of the Vice-
Consul, neither do we hold any
brief from him or the company
with whom he work ; but as it is
our duty to voice the sentiments
of the majority of the intelligent
people we do so, and to give credit
to whom credit is due.

He has done and is doing more
tban many of his predecessors
have done to alleviate the suffer-
ings of wany British subjects. He
recently did his best to get from
the government a free coffin aud
hole at Camp One to bury the re-
mains of a brother of a poor Ja-
maica girl that was iu straight-
ened circumstances : his unti
zeal in trying to free Jamaicans
that is often believed to be un-
fairly dealt with, his prompt atti-
tude in saving a poor little Jamai-
ca girl from going fo ruin fhrough
the action of her late employer,
and his pu#ting her on board zhe
vessel bimself ; also the passage
of arms he had with a hotel keep-
er who wanted a little girl that he
bad no claim fo, and many other
matters which would prove fo
ghow the man’s energy and disre-
gard for self and love fo right the
wrougs of those whom he repre-

o

II is sincerely hoped that the
rumour is not correct, but if so we
hope Mr. Doswell will re-consider
his decision and always bear in
miod : “I¢'s those that do good
are always beaten aud buffetted
like our efernal Masfer.”

We have great pleasure in re-
producing the following taken
from the Jamaica “Telegraph and
Guardian” of the 26th ult.
