Increases Agreed for Sugar Workers

After a series of meetings, the Bar-
bados Workers Union and the Sugar
Producers Fed eration have agreed on
an increase of 124 per cent. on the
1949 rates of pay for sugar workers.
Back pay will be relrospective to Jan.
1, 1950. In addition, a bonus will be
paid this year according to the size
of the sugar crop, with 120,000 tons
as the base, and a payment of one per
cent for every 5,000 tons above that
figure.

The newspapermen’s meeting, held
at the headquarters of the Caribbean
Commission in Port of Spain, Trinidad,
also asked that all legislation affecting
newspapers and other periodicals be
made the prerrogative of the federal
government.
