We approach again the much aired out swbject on the necessity for a slight
change in the itinerary of the passenger trains from Limon to San Jose and visa
versa.

The passengers taking the train in Limon at 9.15 forercen have fo prepare
hastily a cold lunch, because the present passing place of the trains offords no
means whereby the passengers could secure a light lanch. Hence the traveller has
to submif to the illconvenience of preparing lunch before starting from either of the
terminals; carrying packages, thermos, efc., for a journey of six or more hours at
times. It is not all persons who are accustomed to such eating system, and above
everything, we believe that the Company should give its passengers all the conve-
nience possible. Although we are uccustomed (o tolerate the discomforts, but there
are many strangers who visit our Republic and by necessity travel by rail and,
without doubt, are not used lo such lightened conditions.

All can be avoided and thus give the passenger better convenience by chan-
ging a little the itinerary of the trains without prejudice to the organization of the
railroad services.

It occurs to us that the trains conld stop a few minufes more at Siguirres.
This little change, without prejudice fo the railrway and would permit the pas-
sengers (o detrain af this important center and take a light lunch and the same
should be applicable to the passengers from San Jese fo Limon. This would also
avoid the parchasing of edibles at other stops enroute without the slightest know-
ledge of the source or manner of preparation.

* Siquirres would be greatly benefited if the railwoy effect a ten or fifteen
