workzr or the manual labourer lo render efficient services and as much needful
help to the maintainance of good health, if is necessary for them to live in airy,
spacious and well ventilated rooms. These requirements are of paramount impor-
tance lo those hories blessed with children, if we desire them fo grow robust and
healthy and also if we want-them fo abide the time development of certain knowledge
that are not concerned to their childhood days.

In our findings, invironment is the main cause and foremost the insuf-
Jiciency of living space is wholly responsible for the premature attifude of some of
our children than the age in which we are living.

By a statistic prepared by the office of Social Protection of this city it is
disclosed that a total of 529 persons applied and were given medical consulfation;
202 treatments by injections in the month of Jaly.

We need not turn our backs against the truth thot congested homes are
fo a large extent responsible for the high rate of sickness which are not resultant
from any epedemic. It is reasonably admitted fo be so when we give rightful thought
lo the fact that the number includes more than three fourths of the fotal to have
been children

Then another vexed problem is the ycke that is being placed on the occu-
pants or would-be occupants of living quarters. One fennant gets ‘out whether vo-
lantarily or forced out, immediately the rental of the disoccupied cportments is
increased from 150 to 200 percent; in other words the rent. jumps from fifty or
sixty colones to one hundréd and fifty af the lowest.

Here and there a few houses are being constructed, but persons of ordi-
nary earning need not ask for accommodations The rate of rental is colculoted

won's 20 year.old bowling discoveries,
took the great ovation of the English
cricket fans like veterans.

The Trent Bridge Test Match, which
ended Tuesday, will be remembered
for many things, but for noching so
much as the falling of England’s first
four batsmen on a perfect Wicket for
25 runs. 1o this more than to any
other single factor the West Indics
owe their victory. Hines Johnson took
tWo of these wickets and Frank Wo-
rrel two. From this fiasco England
never really recovered

But it was almost as remarkable how
England’s bowlers rose to the occasion
and restored respectability to the score,
Shackleton getting 42, Jenkins 42, and
Yardley 41. The West Indies shared
the first innings bowling honors fairly
evenly: Worrel 3 for 40; Johnson 3
for 59; Valentine 2 for 43; and Ra-
madhin 2 for 49.

The West Indies first innings was
another story of ebb and flow, but it
was more poetic, more thrilling, more
delightful. First came Rae and Stoll-
meyer's flawless opening, which was
snuffed out two balls before close of
play, when Jenkins took a high return
from Stollmeyer, with the total at 77.
Christiani (10) lost his wicket early
next day. This temporary success for
England was followed by Worrell
(261) and Weekes (129) magnificent
batting which broke three records, but
failed to break the will of the bowlers
For they came back with a vengeance
and took the last six wickets for less
than 40.

When England went to bat for the
second time, the pendulum continued
to swing in their favor, as 300 went
up for the loss of only two wickets;
but it was now getting near to close
of play, and Goddard, Who has becoma

Europe Conquered in Ten Days
(Continued from list issue)

In view of the present one-sided dis-
tribution of armed strength the question
uppermost in military minds is this.

If the cold war should suddenly de-
gencrate into a_shooting war, how
Would the campaign for Europe shape
up, and what are the chances that the
West would hold its own?

The answer is brutally simple.

If the Red Army attacked today, it
would doubtless be able to overrun
Europe with tens of thousands of tanks
in a few days, By the first or second
day, it would reach its first goals the
ports on the North Sea, the Ruhr Va-
lley and the Rhbine. From the lower
Elbe to the Ruhr is only 200, and from
Western Czechoslovakia to the Rhine
lese than 200 miles.

Tactically, this situation will
lop in the following manner

The few formations of the occupying
forces in Western Germany will be
bypassed or overrun They are not in
position to put up any notable resis-
tance or delay the Russian advance to
the Rhine, The first goals will be at-
tained by the Russians even if Anglo-
American air formations attack eight
or ten hours after the Russian advance.
They might delay the Russian offen-
sive and inflice losses on the enemy
but they would .not be able to stop
him. Neither will the Rhine nor the
Maginot Line stop the Russian ad-
vance The experiences of the last war
have shown that rivers are no longer

_ obstacles for a modern army. The ad-
vance through Germany would be so

deve-

o chance to escape in masses toward
the West or south. On theother hand,
France will witness inthese two days a
mass exodus toWard the west and south
which will again hamper the deploy-
ment of the French armies. If one
remembers the May and June days of
1940, one can easily picture the scene.
Under such circumstances, the French
