It appears that we are yet far from effective preparation economically to
meet the inevitable problems which will come with World War 111, bet it
today, tomorrow or years shead, Ere this the natural resourses of the land chould
be duly explored. The fact is not hidden from any thinker or visioner that
there are several factors to be reckoned with, partieularly on this zone. Among
these it is urgent to consider the means of road communication and the lack
of adecuate transportation belween the agricultural regions and the city Due to
the lack of these regional roads, in times of rain, the cultivators are - either ma-
rooned at their farms without access with provisions to home or markt or if
they be caught at home when the rain-floods are in process, they are unable
to get to the farms to protect animals, and no doubt to save some of the crops
Which might have been ready for reaping

The need for these roads would be greater felt if war comes, The ex-
portation of gasoline, kerosene, fuel, other oils and accesories for motor and
I i P 1 may be il ible;— would then be pa-
ralized, whereas, if there be roads, the oxen wain, the horse or mulle drawn
cart could be placed in services. One may say, ihese are anliqusted and slow
means of transportation; —yes, slcw they are but sure they would be.

The attention of the Ministry of Agriculture and Industries is urgently
required to stimulate cultivation of at least, first hand necessities. If we cannot
be exporters of food, we ought to be able to provide for home consumption.
The reconstruction of the Penshurt bridge which has been dameged since the
1948 flood is needed more than words can explsin.

The Republic on a whole constitutes fabulous deposits of richness which
are practically unexplored. The forests abound with extraordinary lumber rich-
ness; deposits of minerals which await only the necessary tools and machinery;
vast plains adequate for rearing of callle; lands available for the intensification
of the cultivations o cereals, fruits and other tropieal grown products.

Isolation Is Dead ;

By THOMAS W. PHILLIPS, JR.
Chairman of the Board, United Nations World

When Senator Tatt declared ucenily
that “only an idiot would be an inso-
lationist today,” he voiced a conviction
that has become pucllcally unanimous

world trade—which will be impossible
unless ourchlsmg power and standards
of living are raised in other countries.
This lask can best be performed by

ding the free

among of all po-
litical . persuasions, In recent years the
inevitability of the close ties that must
exist between the United States and the
rest of the world has been brought
home with telling impacl to every man,
and has found expression in the plat-
form of the major political parties.

This dynamic relationship is based
on the Christian ideals of brotherhood,
peace and goodwill—and not on any
desire or ulterior purpose to conquer
or oppress other peoples, For this
cause Americans, side by side with
men of other nations, are laying down
their Itves under the United Nations
banner, in the bitter cold of the Ko-
rean hills. Their sacritice is creating a
bulwark for freedom in that part of
the world!

America finds herself called to the
Jeadership of a world the vast majority
of whose peoples hate slavery and long
for freedom. Her leadership is only
partly economic, in a large measure it
is spiritual. In many less fortunate coun-
tries men and women look upon the
United Stales with admiration because
of her immense producllvllv and her
marvelous achievements in raising the
standard of living of her citizens. They
hope to learn from her the great lesson
of how to create abundance.

Senator Taft is right when he im-
plies that the United Sstates’ role in
the international community can only
be fulfilled by the constant excercise of
mature thought and wise judgment,
after careful examination by the Con-
gress of the policies to be pursued at
home and abroad. If ihe goal is to
help extend the freedoms Americans
enjoy to the rest of mankind, the be-
ginning is to muke sure that these free-
doms are secure at home. On the
strength and stability of the United
States economy the distinies of men
everywhere may well depend.

The farsighted and responsible lea-
ders of America without exception re-
cognize that this nation cannot live
unto herself alone. Her continuing well
being is linked to the necessity for an
ever expanding world economy. The
increasing production potential of Ame-
rica must seek expanding outlets in

way of life which has resulted in pros-
perity here. Freedom is the great cata-
Iyst which releases the creative genius
of human beings.

Today, in Europe and in Asia, those
nations Wich believe in the principle of
progress through freedom find them-
selves in stern compelition with a Com-
munist ideology wich falsely promises
the abundant life through submision to
regimentation and slavery. People who
are hungry and hopeless sucumb rea-
dily to such promises, and learn they
are dupes only when it is too late.

The challenge ficing Ameaican lea-
dership in the near future is three-fold:

1) To keep the United States' house
in order, because only by sound fiscal
and business policies, only by maintai
ning a stable yet free economy, will
this nation be in a position to help sa-
ve the rest of the world_from totalita-
rianism.

2) To develop suficient military
strength for defense. Here, as Senator
Tastindicates, a balance must be struck,
by means, of wise decisions, beiween a
military expansion which represents po
sitive defensive power, able to cope
with any aggression, and one which
would subject (he Uniled States ccono
my to the strains of rear tofalitarian
controls. The United States dare not
be weak. The next Congress therefore
faces grave decisions on the size of
the land, sea and air forces required
for security, and how these can be
maintained without an inflation which
could prove disastrous.

3) To win by persuasion the hearts
and minds of ‘millions in other parts of
the world Who are now wavering be-
tween therival philosophies of freedom
and Communist tofalilarianism. The
answer is not confined to making huge
loans to the underdeveloped countries,
though help in the form of private in-
vestment may eventuslly be necessary.
The chief need at present is the free
exporting of American “‘know how” in
industry and sgriculture, which will
enable them to help themselves.

In the list two objectives, the Uni-
ted States need not ecl alone. Within
the United Nations the other free coun-
