In the Hollywood world I have found—who has not?—cruelties, deceits,
falsehoods, burglaries, frsuds, in fact too many evils to mention. The good
things often desecrated by urworthy portrayal and cxcesses; the ncble things
in lifef mis-reprecented. We are sensitive to the fsct that some films possess a
background of intellect, moral and object lessors, but these are few snd far
apart. The youthful eyes seeing these mechanical end degrading scenes, quite
natural, the youngiminds dwell upon these evils, embibe them, practice them
and becomes sceptical of the existence of good.

There is a maxim wellgknown that nothing mustde done too late; and

again everything must de done at its proper seasor; therefore, let those in au-

\ thority prevent the showing of films to children—such films Which will pollute
their mind.

| The theatre goers are also complaining that the local theatres are doing
an injustice to them by not starting punctuslly the both evening shows. It is
mentioned that many persoris attending the first show scheduled to start at seven
o'clock have other important engagements, say to begin at nine o’clock. However,

| due to the late start of operation they are forced either to leave before the end

| of the film or to cancel the other appointments. Others hustled from occupations
fo get there at the hour announced to commence, only to wait an half hour or
more until the movie-houses have their fills.

Another most issue is the di conduct by those
occupying the galleries at these theatres. For decent and respectable citizens and
somelimes strangers paying a much higher price than the noisy guests of the ga-
lleries it is resentful. In order to get rid of bad bzhaviour in some of the theatres
in San Jose the gallery occupants Were eliminated. If there is no other effective
measure to maintain good conduct, then may we suggest the elimination of the
sale of tickets for the gallerics.

Caribbean Review

Albert Gomes on Trinidad Executive,
Butler Cut.

Albert Qomes, for several years a
dominant personality in Trinidad po-
litics, emerged considerably strengthened
from the elections by which elected
members of the Trinidad Legislative
Council "chose five of their number to
sit on the Executive Council, the body
which will formulate government policy.

The elections were (he first zct « f
the new legislature, following ils formal
opening, with traditional ceremonial,
by the Governor, Major General Sir
Hubert Rance. Witnessing them were
dignitaries frem the legislature of Ja-
maica, Barbados, and other Caribbean
territories, as well as a throng of local
officials and other persons of rank.

The five men chosen to be members
of the Execulive were Albert Gomes
(Political Progress QGroup), Victor
Bryan (Zaribbean Socialist Party), Nor
man Tang, Roy Josephs, snd Adjo-
dasingh (independents)

The Butler Home Rule Party, which
has six sests in the Legislstive Council,
including that of its leader, Tubal
Uriah Butler, failed to secure represen-
tation on the Executive Council, much
to the disappointment ¢f hundreds of
Butlerites who had marched many miles
from South Trinidad to celebrate Butlcr's
becoming Trinidad’s first Prime Mi-
nistrie.

Gerald Wight, one of the Governor's
nominees to the [ egislative Council,
was elected Deputy Spesker.

Trinidad, with ils single-chamber le-
gislature, diffcrs in its constitutional
practice from Jamaica and Barbados,
where the legislature consists of two
houses. Whereas, under Trinidads's new
consfitution, the elected members of

the Legislative Council elect thote of
their number who shall sit on the
Executive Council, in Jamaica and Bar-
bados the Governor calls on the parly
leader most likely to command a ma-
jority in the lower house, which is
wholly elected, to name those who
should sit with him on the Execulive.

On the other hand, where:s in Jas
maica and Barbados it is the mzjority
patty leader who names the government
departments with which elected mems
bers of the Executive shall be associas
ted as ministers, in Trinidad it is the
Governor's prerogative to allocate mis
nistries.

It has so far been decided to create
four ministries in Trinidad, namely,
Agriculture and |ands, Educstion snd
Social Welfare, Hezlth an¥ Local Go-
vernment, and Trapnsort and Commerce.
These are likely to fall to Gomes, Tang,
Bryan and Josephs.

To Discuss Medical Problems

A Caribbean medical conference will
be held it Port of Spain, Trinidad,
next January to discusss medical pro-
blems affecting the Britith West Indies.
Present will be representatives of go-
vernment medical services and the
British Medical Association.

The conference will consider chiefly
the questions of unification of the Ca-
ribbean medical services, inter-island
exchange of doctors, wholetime and
part-time staffing of hospitals, salaries,
and medical problems in general.

The British Medical Association will
be sending a representative, Dr. H. B.
Morgan, Member of Parlirment for
Warrington, who is a West Indian by
birth. He is al<o the elecled represen-
tative for the West Indies on the BMA
Council.
