The M—46 Patton medium tank, which is being used with great success
by United Natiuns forces operating in the Republic of Korea, has repeatedly proved

far superior to the tanks of the North Korean and Chinese Communists. The

Patton tank, which mounts a 90-millimeter high velocity gun, is extremely ma-
neuverable and has adecuate protection against heavy antitank fire. The tank
is manned by a crew of five men, is powered by a 700-horsepower air-cooled
engine, and weighs 47 tons.

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General ‘lke’ Picks British Intelligence Chief
by Donald Stokes

News that General Eisenhower has
picked a Briton, Major-General Sir
Terence Airey (*see foot mote), to be
his Assistant Chief of Staff for Intelli-
gence, recalls that a similar Anglo-
American parinership in World War II
built up the greatest Intelligence team
yet seen.

During the last war, General Eisen-
hower chose an Englishman, General
Kenneth Strong, to be his head of In-
telligence. Strong’s work was summed
up by his famous colleague, General
Bedell Smith, who was General Eisen-
hower’s Chief of Staff, and later United
States Ambassador to Russia, in these
words: «The British produce the best
high-level planners and Intelligence of-
ficers on earth>.

From the mass of information which
his Allied team poured in, General
Strong found the answers to the crucial
problems of General Eisenhower's
strategy.

The combined Chiefs of Intelligence
were in almost continual session in a
room overlocking London's famous
Qrosvenor Square, They looked down
on slereo-comparograph maps—aerial
recon ance photos overprinted with
the latest details they had gathered of
enemy dispositions—and planned the
next move.

In the middle of it all was Major-

, General Strong. He was assisted by a

shrewd taciturn American officer, Bri-
gidier General T. J. Belts.

The headlong advance of the Allied
armies right into’ the heart of Germany
and Italy was possible because of
Strong’s—flexible and highly accurate
system of Intelligence.

The team of three—Eisenhower,
Bedell Smith and Strong— was respon-
sible for the severing of the Rome-
Berlin Axis.

In August 1943, at a midnight rendez-
Yous near Lisbon, Bed=ll Smith and
Strong came armed with authority from
Churchill, Roosevelt and Stalin to ne-
gotiate the surrender of Italy, They met
two Italian generals, bearing the au-
thority of Badoglio to offer capitulation.
Strong, then a Brigadier, knew Italian
fluently. From his conversations with

the two enemy generals, and his know-

ledge of the exactstrength of the Italian
armed forces, he was able to extract a
great amount of information out of
them by a combination of bluffing
and deduction.

In the interval between the receipt
of the surrender terms, and their ac-
ceptance by the Badoglio Government
45 days later, the Anglo-American Air
Forces blasted some of the most secret
German headquarters and communi-
cations centers down the length of Jtaly.

The train that tock the two Italian
generals back to their country across
France held a cargo cf strange fears.
The two Italian generals knew that if
the radio transmitter they were carrying
were found by the Germans they would
be doomed. Fortunately, they reached
Rome safely.

About this time the Nazis began
pouring more divisions into Italy, and
Badoglio’s attitude stiffened. When Ge-
neral Castellano, the principal Italian
negotistor, made his next appesrance,
Bedell Smith and Strong pulled off a
gigantic bluff.

They demanded unconditional su-
rrender, without any of the protective
clauses for the Italians which Badoglio
now requested.

The two Allied generals had noticed
that Castellano knew a litile more En-
glish than he hadfadmitted, and they
began making asides to each other, in
English, which hinted at a vast Anglo-
American offensive about to be laun-
ched against the Italians.

The bluff worked. Soon afterwards
the Italians signed the documents which
gave us the key to Italy.
