British House of Commons fast week there

was a grave shortage in supplies of certain
light; metals essential to defense produc
tion — nickel, tungsten, and molybdenum.

Molybdenum supplies for which Britain
was entirely dependent an the U.S. A,
were far below the 1950 level. Supplies
of tungsten  were abso precarious.  The
acute shortage of nickel was due not to
reduced supplies but 1o heavy defense
demand, coming on top of rising civilian
demand. He added: “We are doing every
thing possible to obtain weeater supplics
but there is an immediate need to maké
savings in civil use of these metals, to
provide for very heavy requirements b
the rearmament program”

Measures outlined by Mr. Strauss are:
First, immedite.etts in use of nickel. Sup
plies for stailess steel production will
be cut to 70 per _cgnt and  supplies of
nickel anodes for plating 1”30 per cent
of the 1930 level. Secondly, the mining
of tungsten 6re is to be restarted in De-
vonshire, t0 supplement imports.

Sstrauss concluds “It must be stres-
sed however that the oaly way ‘we can
meet the rearmament program and basic
requirements of civil econgmy,* including
cexports, s by obuaining increased  sup-
plies of these metals. We attach therefore
“the areatest importance o a favorsble
outcope of the international discussions
on this subject.
