The rejected fruit is given
freely by the exporters and the men who shoulder them from the dock

* end sell in the market, we learn the price is reasonable for the retail
dealers to sell much more than five for ten cents. A man versed in
the industry told us that the retailers are earning from six to seven
colones a bunch ‘after buying at € 1.50 each.

The price of twenty and twenty five cents each for plantain is
100 high, but the most alarming are the prices of green orange for
fifteen cents each and three green limes for twenty five cents. The
farmer does nothing to enhance the bearing of these. Our heavenly
Father blesses mother earth and one orange tree or lime tree will
yteld thousands at each season, and if it is true that the farmers are
selling them at a price which forces the retail dealers to sell at such
exhorbitant prices, then these owners of the trees should bear in mind
that the day of reckoning is sure to come and he that is unjust will
be unjust still. On the other hand the Government has practically
given them lands on which these plants are grown by nature and they
in turn should be a bit generous.
