trica necesaria para nuevas industrias.
Hasta el presente unas mil personas
ban sido empleadas en la construc-
ci6n de caminos y, como ya se dijo,
unas 2,000 en la ereccién de la presa.

Hay indicios noticios de que el pro-
yecto vendri a ser el comienzo de
una nueva era industrial. En anticipa-
cién al incremento de la fuerza eléc-
trica, ya en febrero de este afio co-
menz6 la construccion de la primera
fibrica de cemento; y la primera

planta de abonos también esti proxi-
ma a convertirse en realidad. Ya se
ha fundado un nuevo banco en la ca-
pital, cuya principal tarea serf la de
facilitar las inversiones que ha de oc
sionar ¢l incremento hidroeléctrico.

Desde principios del afio, La Cho-
trea del Guayabo es un cjemplo gri
fico de lo que significa llevar a la
realidad los planos trazados en el pa-
pel. Lo que hasta hace poco era pric-
ticamente una regién casi inaccesible,
se ha convertido en una comunidad
vibrante, donde €l trabajo del hom-
bre transformé un rio indomito en
fuente de energia y riqueza, Las mez-
cladoras de cemento, los tractores, ¢l
equipo para mover la tierra zumban
constantemente en el lugar de la cons-
truccion. La nueva carretera ha per-
mitido usar equipos mecinicos pesa-
dos que la mano del hombre utiliza
para buenos fines

Los salvadorefios se dan cuenta de
lo que esti ocurriendo y muestran
gran entusiasmo por la obra. Es cos-
tumbre corrieate que grupos de fa-
milias de San Salvador y de otros lu-
gares pasen los domingos y dias de
fiesta en el sitio de la presa.

Barbados Moves to Control 'Water Resources

The Barbados House of Assembly has
siven 2 second reading to & Bill providing
for the control and bencficial use of the
underground fresh water resources of the
island. Investigation has shown that there
are two types of underground fresh water
Barbados has no surface source of fresh
water, suitable for domestic usc.

The first of the underground sources,
Stream  water, flows through the coral
{of which most of the island is formed)
along the surface of the impervious’ rock,
becoming  sheet water when it reaches
average sca level. Both the stream and the

Experiments are to be arried out to
ascertain the direction of these under-
ground streams, and the exteat to which
the sheet water can be pumped without
inducing salinity from the sea. :

Control is aimed at preventing con-
tamioation or reduction of the actual or
potential water supplies, and also at con-
scrving and controlliog the volume of
underground water.

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‘West Indians Awarded Empire Medals for Bravery

Three West Indians who risked their
lives rescuing three sailors in  stormy
weather from a rock off Trinidad have
been awarded British Empire Medals for
bravery. They are Conrad Jackson, chauf-
fear, Alfred Mollincau, man, and
George Thomas, caretaker of Mooos island.

The citation says that a launch was
gowing a heavy barge from one of the
islands between the mainland and Tri-
midad, when the weather changed and the
wessels were swept into the Atlantic waters
by stroog winds and current running
Between the islands.  Eventually the craft
separated and were battered on the rocky
face of the island

Three silors were thrown oo to the
projecting rocks some distance from the
island, and about 30 fect above the water.

They clung for three days while stormy
weather continued. A schooner siw them,
but could not venture to stop and a
powerful police launch had to retice from
zescuc attempts.  Mollineau obtained a
small but powerful launch and with
Jackson and Thomas went off to attempt
a rescue.
