WHAT EDUCATION 1S DOING IN THE
UNITED STATES.

An American exchanpge says: There
lias been a most encouraging increase
in the ownership of farms and homes
by negroes during the last ten years,
but is almost entirely confined to those
States in which educational advanta-
ges have been provided for them, and
from localities where schiools are most
numerous, the most encouraging sta-
tistice concerning agricultural indus-
try are reported, says William E. Cur-
tis, in the Chicago «Record-Herald.»

[t will surprise the people to learn
that one negro out of every ten,
counting=men, women and children,
owns either a farm of his own or cul-
tivates one on shares. The negrc po-
pulation of the South is 7,922,969 and
the number living in the country dis-
trict is 6,558,173, Not more than one
in four of this population is an adult
man, hence thosec competent to farm
number 1,639,543, We know by the
census that 746,717 farms are operated
by negroes. Of these 557,174 are rent-
ed 187,797 are owned by negroes who
work them and 1,774 are managed by
negroes on salary for winte owners.
This means that nearly one half of the
adult negroes i the State are operat-
mg farms.

These farms embrace 38,233,393
acres, which is'an average of 51.12
acrss each. A negro usually cultivates
what i= known asa * one-mule farm’
—that 1€, from twenty to fifty acres,

‘hich requires only the labor of him-
self and his family. Nearly 75 per cent.
of the farms operated by neproes are
of this class about 20 per cent are

"two-mule farms’; containing be-

tween fifty and 100 acres; 8,715 have
between 250 and 500 acres; 2,007 have
more than 3500 acres, and 4806 have
more than 1,000 acres.

ASSESSED VALUE 499,943,734 poLs.

You will notice that about one-
fourth of the negro farmers in the
United States work their own lands,
The highest average 1s found in West
Virginia, where 72-3 per cent of the
negro farmers are land owners; in Vir-
ginia =9 per cent are owners: in Mary-
land 55 per cent; Florida and Ken-
tucky, 48 per cent; North Carolina and
Texas, 81 per cent; Tennessee, 27 per
cent, and in the other States the per-
centages range from 13,7 in Georgia
to 25.4 in Arkansas.

The largest proportion of tenants
is found in the black belt of Missis-
sippi and Alabama, where the land is
owned in large tracts, and the negroes

have the least education and intelli--

gence.

The assessed value of negro farms
in 1900 was 499,943,734 dols. ; the val-
ne of the crops produced upon them
during the census year was 299,9%7,702
dollars the amount paid for labor was
8,709,792 dollars, and the amount paid
for fertilizers was 5,614,844 dols.

The average value of the crops upon
farms operated by the negroes was
about 250 dols. One-third of them
yielded and average of 500 dols. and
one-seventh morethan 500 dols. In pro-
portion to arca negro farma are more
productive than those operated by
white men. The value of the products
of negro farms in 1900 was equivalent
to 49 per cent of the assesed value of
the property, while th&corresponding
percentage for white farmers was only
17.7 per cent. This means, however,
that very little of the land owned by
negroes is idle. They cultivate every
acre, while a comparatively small por-
tion of the land owned by whites is
under cultivation. Negroes produce
one-half of all the cotton of the South,
one-third of all the rice, one-fifth of
the tobacco and one-seventh of the
cane sugar,

TWEMVE SAVINGS BANKS

There are twelve saving banks
owned and operated by negroes in the
Southern States—three at Richmond
and the others at Birmingham, Vicks-
burg, Little Rock, Nashville, Jackson-
ville, Pine Bluff, Ark: Mound Bayou,
Miss.; Kingston, N. C., and Musko-
gee, Ind. T. All of these banks are
prosperous and have large deposits
from negro farmers, mechanics, labou-
rers and others. I shall tray to g'lﬂ:
some detailed information concerning
them i another letter.. Unfortunately,
the census reports do not cover the sa-
vings banks.

The 187,797 farms owned by negroes
however, have an assessed value of
230,000,000, an average of $1.224 for
each farm; the live stock owned by ne-
groes 1s worth $84.936,215, and includes
more than 2.000,000 cattle, 3.000,000
hogs, 600,000 horses and 500,000 mules.
The value of the tools and implements
owned by negro farmers is $8.352,975,
which is good evidence that all of them
have not thrown away their money.
