THE IRISH BRIGADE
AT FONTENOY. -

Studeuts of history, reading
the English historian’s account of
“the battle of Fontenoy, finds no
mention of Irishmen being pres-
ent at this, ove of the fifteen de-
cisive battles of the world. This
famous encouuter occurred near
the little village of Krontenoy, in
Belgium, where the French, head-
ed by Count Saxe, defeated the
English, Hanoverians, Dutch and
Austrians, under the command of
the Duke of Cumberland, on May
11, 1745. During the progress
of the fight Count Saxe who was
at this time ill of the disorder of
which he afterward died, was
borne about in a litter, sncour-
aging his soldiers.

After the battle had lasted six-
teen hours the allies prepared to
bring the contest to a decision.
The Duke of Richelieu, while re-
counnoitering, accidentally met
Col. Lally, who commanded the

. Irish -Brigade. The latter com-
plained of the devotion of his
brigade, and its not being turoed
to acconut. In another part of
the Jfield Suxe, believing the bat-
tle was lost, sent several times to
Louis XIV, entreatiog him to
leave the field, but the King re-
fused to do so. Richelien, just
‘theun riding up, met tion 1 that
the Irish Brigade could b spared
from where they were, and why
uot have thewm charge the enemy ?

Saxe, riding to where Louis
stood viewing the battle, again
advised him to fly, but Louis ad-
dressed him : “Can anything be
done to preserve the honour of
Frauce?” “Yes,” answered Saxe,
“* there is a gallaut, intrepid band,
the Irish Brigade, upou which my
hopes rest.”

Summoning Count Dillon, Saxe
said : ** Dillon, let the whole Irish
Brigade charge ! To you I commit
this conduct. Where Dillon's
ragiment leads the rest will fol-
low. Let the Irish Brigade show
an exampla”

Dillon, placing himself in front
of his brave men, made a speech,
saying : “March against the eue-
mies of France and of yourself,
withont firing until you have the
points of your bayon:ts upon
their bellies.”

The brigade advanced against
the right flank, aud, with the
treasured wrongs of fifty years in
their hearts, the broken treaty of
Limerick, their plundered homes,
ote., they rushed on to meet their
foes. “Soon,” says an Fuylish
writer, “"as the British troops be-
held*the green uniform and the
ruddy complexion of the Irsh,

“and saw the Irish Brigade advane-
ing against them with fixed bay-
onets and crying out to one an-
other: ‘Steady boys! Forward!
Charge ! the English prepared to
meet the onslaught.”

The British had the advantage
of high ground, while the Irish
Brigade had to asceud and charge
the occupants of the emiuence
without pulling a trigger.

The Irish, being now sufficient-
1y near, the British prepared to
give them a formidable tempest
of bullets. By that fire the Irish
suffered accordingly. But this
did not arrest the impetuous de-
termination with which the Irish
rushed forward to the cry in the
