COMMONS.

The struggle between the Lords
and the Commons will reach a
crisis within the next few days,
for the Parliament bill which
practically abolishes the veto of
the Lords will be returned to the
Commons with amendments which
the popular assembly is sure to
reject. Mr. Asquith will then
state the government’s position in
definite terms and will probably
say that he has the King's prow-
ise to create peers enough to put
the bill on the statue-book. In
that event the Lords must surren-
der, or see their caste swamped
by the plebian newcomers. ‘The
were threat of creating the nec-
essary number of peerages suf-
ficed in 1832 when the Lords wera
about to reject the Reform Bill
which, by vastly widening the
franchise, put an end to the des-
potism of the landlords. And
one can hardly imagine that the
threat will be ineffective now,
because there is everything to ba
lost, but nothing to be gained,
by fighting in the last ditch.
The case would be entirely differ-
ent, if the King took sides with
the Lords, instead of the Com-

*mons; for Mr. Asquith would
have to dissolve and appeal to the
voters ouce more, witn the possi-
bility that the votets might alsp
uphold the Lords. But according
to the British Constitution, the
sovereign must act on the advice
of his Ministers; by refusing to
do 8o, he would becomes person-
ally responsible. for his acts, as
his remote predecessors were,

So far as an outsider cau see,
the Lords have got themselves
into an uncomfortable fix, in at-
temptivg to vevive prerogatives
which few aristocracies can hops
to wield in this age. By throwing
out a budget, the finance of the
realm was dislocated and the peo-
ple’s control of the government
was menaced, The Ministry of the
day must have a working majority
in the House of Ce.wrnous, be
cause that branch of Parliament
holds the purse strings and taxes
caunot be levied, or spent, with-
out its sauction. -It is not astou-
ishing that so astute a parliamen-
tarian as Mr. Balfourshould have
allowed his party to assume a po-
sition which could not be held, or
abandoned, without a fatal loss of
prestige. Most of the speeches
delivered in the House of Lords
show an utter lack of sympathy
with the spirit which has mwade
Englaud what she is. Though
both parties agres that thers
should be some check on the pow-
erof ths House of Commons, the
Liberals cannot be expected to
tolerate an assembly which is
packed for the Tories. Nor can
the Liberals be expected to ac-
eopta compromise which would
put certain questions, like Home
Rule, beyoud the reach of the
people's  reprerentatives.  Par-
liament must be free to legislate
on all subjects, else it will be a
mock Parliament.

In consequence of the Civil
War and the revolution of 1688,
the whole nature of the monarchy
was changed. Originally, the
King could do no wrong, because
he was believed to rule by divine
right ; now he can do no wrong,
because all his acts are the acts
of his Ministers. And when the
House of Commons practically

absorbed the royal prerogatives,
it acquired the right of creating
peers—as it acquired the right
of appointing bishops., generals
and judges—through the Cabinet
which owes its life to the popular
house. By refusing to create
peers on the demand of the Pre-
mier, the King would precipitate
4 crisis far graver than any that
could arise from the passagenf
the Parliament Bill aud the ex-
isteuce of the throne would soon
be in jeopardy, George V. does not
need to be fold that by making
the Tory cause hisown, he wonld
enter upou a path which conld
have but one goal.
