THE EQUIPMENT.

The docks are well provided
with modern facilities for haud-
ling freight, aud cargoes can be
unloaded and despatched in an
uncommonly short time. It is a
well-equipped dock in the fullest

. sense of the word.  But docks und
wharves and coal-yards and grain
elevators aud railway facilities do
not alone compromise the equip-
went necessary for the expedi-
tious handling of merchandise in
these days, when quick transit
permits of the carriage not only
of live stock, but of fruits and
perishable food products of all
kinde, There must be cattle jot-
ties, lairages, abattoirs, cooling

rooms, and cold storage ready to .

receive the carzoes and consign-
meunts, arranged for unloading and
warehousing. All these may be
found at Ssuthampton. There is
a storage capacity sufficient for
the hanging of over 15,000 guar-
ters of chilled beef and 155,000
carcases of sheep. It seenis to by
a very up-to-date cold store, with
special space allotted for the stor-
uge of butter, fish, game, poultry,
eggs, and fruit. The situation is
on the waterside, and ships of the
largest size areable to discharge
direct into the cold store, there
being at low tids a depth of 32ft.
of waler alongside the quay.
Warelouses for storage purposes
are to be found at different parts
of the docks estate, mpre particu-
Jarly in the vicinity of the Outer
Docks where great quantities of
coffee are stoved. 5

THE BANANA TRADE.

On the sonth sida of (he docks
berthing space is usnally given
up to the timber trade, but
throughout the banana import
seasou, which opens in May and
extends over several months,
steamors may be seen regularly
at the sonth western berth of the
dock, discharging immense qnan-
tities of that fruit for which, in
the shed alongside the guay,are
gpacial storage rooms, fitted with
heating appuratus to keep the
fruit at the required temperature,

" The trade in bananas js grow-
+ing and importations of this fruit
are increasing in the United
Kingdon. The heaviest consign-
ments arrivo between May and
July, ranging in namber from
14,000 to 30,000 bunches. An-
other branch of the sawne trade
which ig coming into promiueunce
is that of Gape fruit. fine sanples
of produce from that colony being
now regularly brought by the
Uniop-Castle  steamers.  Other
nporting considerable guan-
tities of fruit are the Royal Mail
Steam Packet Company and the
American and Whito Star lines,
the last-mentioned companies car-
rying heavy parcels of Californi-
an apples, many of which find
their way into the cold store for
future delivery.

IMPORTATION OF COFFEE.

Besidas the usual articles of
commerce—foreign, Colonial, and
Uontinental wool, hides, .mohair,
bacon, butter, eggs, manufactured
goods, and the thousand aud one

things continually passing
tirongh the port—special men-

eoutly been put forth to make
Southampten a coffea entrepot,
and, as far as one can judge. the
movement promises to be success-
ful by reason of the excellont ac-
commodation which the docks af-
ford for this enterprise.

Southampton, like many other
large towns, exhibits the tenden-
¢y of the popalation to migrate
from tle town proper and build
its homes in the suburbs. In this
conuexion it may be pointed out
that the official Census figures,
