WORLD POWER.

A great nel nation, a South
American world power, may be
formed as the result of a coufer-
euce between official representa-
tives of Veneznela, Colombia,
Ecuador, Pern and Bolivia. This
announcenient was made iu con-
nection with the celebration here
of the centennial of Veunezuela’s
independence, which has attract-
ed to Caracas the leading public
men of all Latin-American repub-
lics. Itis even hinted that the
fuderation of the five States may
be the nucleus of an even greater
project—the unification of all
South America into ove greal re-
public.

Never before in the history of
Venezuela’s gay capital have such
scenes of wild euthusiasm il

__ patriotic devotion heen witnessed
as in to-day’s cammamoration of
the 100th anniversary of the
throwing off of the Spanish yoke.
An exposition of the tremeudous
nataral resources of the republic,
a review of troops and a wmagnifi-
cent pavade through streets
swathed in flags aud bunting wera
but a_few ot the features of a
day of universal rejoiciog. The
United States wus representod by
a special embassy headed by
Thomas C. Dawson, American
minister to Panama, the party
cowing to La Guayra on board
the armored cruiser North Caro-
o Jina. Captiain Marsh, commander
of tha North Carolina, represented
the United States Navy, and the
army delegate is Captain Frank
Parker of the Eleventh infautry.
Hugh Knox; son of the American
Secretary of State is secretary to
the party.

The centsnnial comes at the
opportune time, as Veuezuela is
now more prospurous than ever
before in its history. President
Gomez has proven himself an able
and hovest chief executive, and
peace is practically assured as

long as he remains in the office, .

despite the machinations of the
duposed Castro.  Tha advance in

AIDED THE PROSPERITY OF
VENEZUELA.

New industries are constantly be-
ing established, and trade gener-
ally is improving. Public finance
is now oa a sound basis, and a
great scheme of highway im-
provement, giviug work to thoun-
sands, has been launched.

If tire project for a federation
of Veneznela with Colombia,
Peru, Bolivia and E¢uador is car-
ried out, it is probable that the
new nation will be known as Gran
Colombin. Great secrecy has
attached to they plans, as the
nations interested do not desira
to attract the attention of the
United States and Europe until
the scheme is well under way.
There is a belief prevalent among
South Ameri diplomats—
whether well founded or not—that
Great Britain, the United States,
Germany awd France are desirous
of continuing the present South
American regime of small rival
countries, without standiug or in-
fluence among the world powers.
A South Awerican federation, if

ceessful, would become a power
o e kono - with; andy 0. fak
as undeveloped but rich n.tural
resources are concerned, would

have the most promising future
of any nation on earth.

Numerous attempts have heen
made in the past to bring about
unions of Lativ-American conu-
tries, but all have endued dis
trously. In 1824 the republics
of Uentral America formed a fed-
eration, but it was short lived. In
1831 the Republi¢ of New Grana-
da was constituted ount of what
are now Venezuela, Colombia aud
Ecuador, but its existence wuas
brief.

One of the impelling reasons
for a federation at this time is to
form a defensive alliance against
the iuterference of the United
States. Uncle Sam is the buga-
boo of South American statesman-
ship, as itis the goveral belief
that the day is coming, and is
