A CHANGE
IN STEAMERS.

In view of the strenuous efforts
made to extend the use of the
various types of steam turbines,
which have been introduced since
the Parsons type was first applied
to ship-propulsion, the following
summary of the present position
way be of interest.

The lmperial Japanese Navy
some time ago adopted the Curtis
type of turbine for two large ar-
moured vessels, the Aki battleship
and the large cruiser Ibuki. Re-
cently the Minister of Marine has
taken a licence for manufacturing
Parsons turbines in all the Gov-
ernment dockyards, and that
type is to be used in the large
armoured cruiser building at Bar-
row and in sister ships to be built
in Japan. These vessels, it is
understood, will be similar to the
Lion of the Royal Navy, with en-
gines developing about 70,000
horsg power on fonr shafts,

The German Admiralty
naturally given all possible en-
couragemeunt to German turbines,
having adopted various types in
the smaller cruisers and torperlo
vessels. But iu this case also a
licence - has been taken for the
manufacturing of Parson’s tur-
bines in the Imperial dockyards.
The Parsons type has been adapt-
ed also for the great armoured
cruisers of which the Von der
Tann was the first example; all
the lafest battleships are to be
fitted with Parsous turbines, and
six out of the last 1z destroyers
ordered are to have that type.
The Hamburg-American Atlantic
steaimship Lmperator. now being
built by the Vulkan Company,
will be' fitted with Parsons tur-
biues, and so will a second sister
recently ordered from Messrs.
Blohn and Voss, who bnilt the
Von der Tann. These two ves-
sels are to exceed the Olympic
and Titanic in  size and conse-
quently the dseision is most nota~
bie. Probably the good results
obtaine.l with the Parsons turbine
io the Lusitania and Mausetania
have had wuch to do with its
adoption in their Germancompeti-
tors, The lutest French Trans-
atlantic steamers La Frauce also
has Parsons turbiues capable of
developing about 40,000 horse
power. Frauce adopted the Par-
sons turbine for the six battle-
ships of the Danton class, aud
the trials recently made have
given results surpassing the goar-
antee in both speed and economy.
In the two latest battleships re-
cently ordered the same type of
turbine hus been used. For Rus-
sia the four lates* battleships, for
Spain three battleships, for Italy
three battleships, for Turkey two
battlesnips, and for Austria three
out of four Dreadwonghts includ-
ed in the new programme are all
to bave the Parsons type. That
type of turbine has also been
chosen for 12 Austrian destroyers,
for two Italian cruisers avd two
torpedo vessels, for 13 Spanish
destroyers and torpedo boats, for
two Danish torpedo boats, and
for a Swedish cruiser. A large

number of engineering firms in
Continetal countries are now li-
censees and manufacturers of

Parsons turbines.

In the United States Navy the
North Dakota battleship and the
scout-cruiser have Curtis turbines;
but four later battleships, the

has'

turbines, is now approaching her
final steam trials, and the results
as ecompared with those of the
North Dakota will not merely be
of great interest, but will also
have influence on the decision of
the Navy Departinent in regard
to the propelling wachinery of
battleships next laid down. It
will be remembered that in the
battleship last ordered there was
a raversion to reciprocating en-
gines, and it has been publicly
stated that this decision was
based on the superior economy at
cruising speeds of the Delaware as
compared with the North Dakota.
Whether this be so ov not, the
trials of the Utah will be of un-
usual importance and will prob-
ably settle for some time the type

of engine to be adopted for
American battleships.

DELAWARE WENT 10 ENGLAND

AND RETURNED ON ORI-
GINAL COAL SUPPLY,

Washington.Naval authorities pointed
out with pride to the cruise of the battle-
ship Delaware from the United States to
England and. retwrn on her  originul
supply of fuel and with a sufficicat amount
left to continue her trip from Boston to
Guantanamo. The performance is regard-
ed by naval officials as a remarkable en-
gineering feat and demopstrates the large
radids of action ef modern war vessels.
This performance is regarded as even more
important than that of the same ship which
after completing a cruise {rom Valparaiso,
Chili, to Boston last winter, made a full
power run of twenty four hours at more
than contract speed of twenty-one knots
Credit for these successful trips is given to
Capfain, Charles A Gove and the engineer
officers of the ship, as as to the fact
that she is equipped with reciprocating en-
