BITUATION 18 SERTOUS.

Loudon, Aug. 15.-—Tiverpool,
the storm” centre of the strike
which is menacing the trade of
Great Britain, was under arms
to-day. Added to herown police
and reinforcemenrs from the sur-
rounding cities, troops of infan-
try and cavalry were quartered
in the city.

Suicide of a
Jamaican.

SILVESTER SHAW PUTS AN
END TO HISLIFE WITH A
BULLET FROM HIS RE-
VOLVER.

At an early hour yesterday
wmorning the body of a youug man
afterwards identified as Silvestor
Shaw—a nephew of Mr. €. Au
bray Shaw ol Siguirres —wus dis-
covered on-the side walk leading
1o the Hospital and iwmediately
bebind the Maching shope.  The
body w.s lyiug in o puol of con-

gealed bloud, a thick stream of
which came from beneath  him
near the waist  and  extended

across the side walk, while anoth-
er smaller stream of bluyd coming
from_his mouth ran in the same
direction, the body was ina
cramped position on the left side
witk.the right arm doubled under-
neath. A crowd quickly gither-
ed aud shortly after Dr, Uespedes
the Medlco of the city appeared
o1 the scenw, three policemen
were also present but no attempt
was made (o touch the corpse un-
til the Hospual stretcher reach-
ed the spoi. ‘IMs Doctor then or-
dered tun bearers to place the
body ou at. Lo this oue of the
policemen strougly objected, in
faet it required some forcible lan-
ouage from the Doctor to induce
him to withdraw his objection to
the body being removed. Wihen
lifted up a small black barrelled
revolver was found beneath and
which doubtless was used by the
young man to end his life. A
gaping wound under the region
of the heart testified the method
of the suicide, the revolver was
empty with oaly exploded
shell in the buarrel. within a few
‘inches of the body while it luid
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blood stains

The body was taken- to the
Hospital where an autopsy was
lield. Frowm what can- be gather-
ed it appears that the young man
of wwk and doubtless
took his life in a fit of despair.
