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INVENTIONS THAT
BROUGHT FORTUNES

Dr. Alexander Graham Bell
tiurned a screw a quarter
of a gingle revolution and the
patent that formed the basis of
the Bell telephone was granted,
gays a writer in a local paper.
There had been patients previous-
ly tbat sought to establish the
telephone. The Rice patent had
come nearest to success. But in
the Rice patent the current was
intermittent. It had to leap a
gap. When Dr Bell turned his
screw he completed the carreut
and made it constant. This put
the fundament.l proposition on a
different basis, and bis patent
was granted. It resulted in revo-
lutionizing the method of {rans-
wmitting messages, and has vitally
affected the affairs of every man
who does business. Incidentally,
it has resnlted in the wnaking of
huudreds of willions of dollars,
directly and indirectly.

Elias Howve grasped the vital
point in the development of the
sewing machine which meauns so
much to the housewife as well as
the wanufacturer. Thiz small
point was the idea of placing the
hole near the point of the veedls.
It i3 a small thing. Yet wives
and mothers would still be slaves
to finger needle work but for it.

But a patent was granted a
little whils later which was a
cleverer idea on the part of the
patentee than was this hole in
the needle, which was improved
upoun and wrested to a certain ex-
tent from the control of Mr. Howe.
This inventor made a machine,
which might have been subject to
changs and infringemont, he pa-
tented the stiteh it made.

Thaddens Fairbanks was some-
thing of a farmer, and encounter-
ed more or less difficulty in mar—
weting his produce because of the
erratic nature of the steel-yards
upon which it had to be weighed.
He lay awake at night in an ou-
deavour to evolve a hetter scale,
His schemno was to 1nake a scale
with a platform, but the difficulty
was that the position of the bur-
den on this platform always inter-
fored with the recorded woight.

The solution, an arrangement
of levers, came to him while he
lay in bed. Next day he worked
it out, and soon the platform scale
was on the market. Fairbanks
scales have since goue around the
world.

The patents for a typewriter
lay dormant for half a ceutury in
Fraoce bufore it ever came into
general use Theu a man by the
name of 8holes made a machine
in this country. Another man by
the name of Brown made a differ-
eut kind of typewriter. The ma-
kers immortalized other men
through their handiwork. They
made millions, but whether these
were for themselves or other men
is not told in the record.

A Briton by the name of Pincus
inveuted an electric railwav a
generation too early and never
lived to ses it work—auother ex-
ample of the impracticability «f
the inventor.

De Quillfeldt invented a stop-
per for a bottle, the one that pulls
up over the mouth, and is tighten-
sd by pushing down a clamp. It
was the newest and most practi-
cal thiog in bottles in its way. Its
owner is said to have millions out
of it.

Chewing gmmn was put on the

market in the early seventies.
Before that the youth who sought
to waste their saliva had to re-
sort to the sweetgum tree down
by the old spring. But Adams
took out his patent in 1871 and
has been a power behind a million
active jaws every day since. .

The “see that hump’ hook and
eye people are making mouey
from the simplest invention of
them all.

Harry Hardwick invented an
ingrain carpet.  There was a new
interwinding of the threads of it
that kept it from wrinkling.
hardwick became $4,000,000 the
better for the interwinding.

Altogether the inventing busi
ness has proven occasionally prof-

itable even to the inveutor. The
haleyon days are largaly past,
however, for there is a vew at-

mosphere with relation to the re-
spect shown a patent. The law
merely allows the inventor to
bring civil suit against an in-
fringer for damages and the dam-
ages must ba proved. The maou-
facturers hava little fear of these
suifs ou the part of poor invontors
and have adopted the policy of
freely using whatever paten s
they like and fightivg the case in

court. They can loss no more
