WORK ON IT TO CONNECT
SANTA LUCRECIA AND
CAMPECHE BEGUN.

Santa Lucrecia, Mexico.—The
construction of the Vera Cruz,
Tabasco and Campeche Railroad
has been started hore. This road
will run between Santa Lucrecia
and Campeche, 465 miles, and is
the most important railroad pro-
ject in Mexico wizh the exceplion
of the Southern Pacific’s line
down the Pa

The
Cruz, Tabasco and Campeche was
granfed by the Diaz Government
on May 10, 1910, upon the appli-
cation of Prim Wood. The con-
struction of the line was financed
in Burope. but the beginning’ of
acfual grading work was delayed
on acconnt of the revolutionary
troubles. The present provisional
government has sanctioned the
concession and plans are now ma-
tured for pushiug the construc-
tion work very rapidly.
