IN HOSPITALS.

IF ARTIFICIAFLY PROVIDED
MANY CURES MIGHT
RESULT, IT IS
DECLARED

Tt is amazing that the medical
profession has made so little thera-
peutic use of cold producing ma-
chinery, as it is many yeurs sin'e
it was discovered that there wis
some wmysterious therapeutic vir-
tue in the breathing of cold air.

Consumptives, for instance.

There is no earthly reason for
this helplessn-ss, when it is sach
a simple matéer 1o covl the air of
hospitals. All that is veeded is
a steam coil or radiator in which
cold brine circulifes instead of
hot water, Instead of radiating
heat it is an absyrber, and the
air foreed around the pipes may
be cooled to any required degree.

Calealations show that what is
describel in the trade as “ouo
kilowatt ammounia compression
set’’ is sutficient to reduce the
teropecature of all the air neoadad
to ventilate a twelve bed ward
from 95 degrees to: 55 degrees.
Thiz equipment can be iustalled
on a bass ten feof square. The
pumps an'l fans baing run hy elee-
tricity thersis nowngine to bother
with, and £he ammonia which may
leak out will not annoy if the ap-
paratns is in the basement.

The air is damp when it leaves
the coils but it warms up en ronte
to the room or can be wa =0
as 1o be delivered dey. The edils
of conrse drip moisture deposited
from the air as it is cooled and
cannot be puf in the living room.
The air should be delivered near
the foor and the escape valves
put at the ceiling for the warmed
impureair.

The details can ba worked out
by any engineer or architect who
knows how anl very short expe-
rience will show how to keep the
room at any required dogree. We
cau defy the death dealing hot
swason, particularly in the casa of
the sick Labies now slaughtered
by every ho* wavy.  Foom expe
rience of ths benefit of the ve
slight reduction of air tempe
tare by siorms in the tropics, I
have no doubt that if all tropi-
cal hospitals were o equippsd
the record of cures would be sev-
eral times what they now are and
the homegoing stream of invalids
enormous!y reduced.

of 15864 and 1565 that if they
were stopped ot at Washingzton
or Baltimore it was exceedingly
difficnlt to keep them alive, aul
an effort was made /0 rush the
hospital trains on to the cool
spots of New England. If we
have another war the hospitals
must be established in the cold
North, and those in the South
must be mere collecting points un-
less they are artificially cooled
and protected from light.
