It also
shows, however, Low little the old
sentiment of patriotisin serms to
be influencing the workiug clisses
of to-day; this is a plenomenon
which npeeds (o be carefully
studied. Thare is, it has been
remarked, a growth ol cosmopoli-
tanism,

classinte
of all civilizad conntries. These
recoguise that their several inter-
ests are really one, and that thay
have nothing to gain by bsing
opposed to one another. Thus
the working man of Germauy,
imboed with socialist taaching, is
sympathetic ayd nst antagonistic
towards the French and the Eng-
lish working man; anl all thase
workers have no great love for
the capitalist class of their own
country. Now lals growth of
sympathy between the working
classes of all civilizad countries
will certainly have the good ef-
fect of making war mare difficalt
as time gows on. Bul the devel-
opment of an intense feeling of
class iuterest, as opposed to the
old fecling of self sacrific'ng pa-
triotisin, is now seen to have its
very dangerous aspect also. At
any woment a counlry at mar
may find itself faced with a giaut
strike or a series of desperale
food riots. Oue can oaly hope
that, at the supreme mom.nt,
the fluer feelings of the prolula-
riat would triumph over their
selfregarding  sentimouts, and
that toney would reply to their
country's aid, We baliove that
this would be the case, for, after
all, m=n cau ba transformed iato
suparmen wheu they realise that
their country is iv a position of
peril.
