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FLOWERS :
Their Symbols & Uses

BY MISS IMOGENE ABRAH\MS,
“OF KINGSTON,

We all gaze with unfeigned de-
light on flowers and enjoy uot
only their fragrarce, but their
rich colours also. To me, thay
speak a message of life's experi-
ences—of joy, an emblem of the
flowers, and sadness, an emblem
of the thorns which abundautly
projects from the ‘tender stalks
that hold the gorgeous array ol
fragrant beauties pointing heaveno-
ward.

We must have them on our
tables at all times if possible. We
must have them in great profu-
sion at our weddings; they deck
the altar, making the saucfuary
more beautiful; and we must have
them, alas ! even noto death as a
loving tribute for our loved ones.

Flowers have played a mogf im-
portant part in religions cere-
monies in different parts of the
world. from centuries past upto
the present time as an offering of
especial grandeur.  As every oue
is aware, they staud most con-
spicuons in folk lore; for maidens
have carrisd rosebuds in their
breasts o assure the fidelity of
their lovers, and youth have car-
ried a certain flower well known

‘" in Jamaica, in their pockets to

divive their success in love.

When the Spaniards conguercd
Mexico, they fonad floating gar-
dens in the lake that surrounded
the city; and we are told that
these flowers wore used in their
Sauctoary.

There i3 a very intaresting ac-
count given by K. 5. RBassett in
the “Demacrat Globe” (I do nnt
know if this paper exists foday)
of the use of Howers in different
lands. It says: “In Greace and
Rome flowers were used for tii-
umphal processions and so highly
esteemed that a special feast the
‘Florlia’ was established iu tieir
honor. Ia India, the Singahales
uged them to a considerable ex-
tent, and it was learnt from oua
of their old Chronicles that the
Buanwella dagoba (wo hundced
and sevouty feet high was fos-
tooned from pedestal to pinnacly,
till it had ¢lie appearance of oue
uniform bouquet.

“A certain King who lived in
the fifteenth century, gave uo
less than 6,470,320, sweel swoll-
ing flowers as an offoring to a
certaiu Shrine.”

There is a tradition which the
samv writer relates. Ho says:
‘On a certain Mount Culassy in
India, there is a silver table, aud
ou tuis table a silver rose that
contaius two beauliful = women
who praise God without ceasing,
aud in that rose isa Triaugle—
the residence of God.”

I should like o hear the opi
ious of some of the'readors of s
valuable journalon this piece of
information given us. It appears
tome in the light of a miracle
wrought in the imaginary fairy-
land of dreans, a tale which,
when told by a father or mother,
keeps the children enthralled,
while smiles of delight and ex-
pressions of wonder course each
other over faces growing brighter
as they listen.

In what a; grand way the an
cients utilize the value of flowers!
I wished, 1 had lived in Iudia
i those ,primeval times just

to have seen the Ruauwella
dagoba so magnifizeotly adorned.

Everybedy knows that cer an
flowers sleep, and of thise most
p=culiar elass, Sir John Lubbock
says: "Flowers which are fertil-
ised by night flying insects would
have no advantage from being
opened by day; aud on the other
hand, those which are fertilised
by bees would gain uothing by
being opened by night; uay, it
would be a disadvantage Dbecause
it wonld render zhem liable to be
robbed of their honey and pollen
by inseets inczpable of fertilising
thein.
