Mr. deMererdo, the Vice-Presi-
dent of the Association, said: We
have met here this evening for
the purpose of discussing the arl—
vent of Sir Sydney Olivier, Gov—
ernor of Jamaica, and form some
plans to give him a fitting recep-

‘tion as loyal subjects of King

George V. Within the past few
days you have had an opportuni-
ty of reading in the local press
two lelters signed “Cosite” in
which the wrirers scout the idea
of receiving the distinguished
visizor in a manner fitfing his
exalted position, what opinion
have you formed ot the idle va-
porings of these diseased minds
who have rushed into print with-
out being able to express them-
selves in readable English I do
not know, but what I do know is
that to attempt to ignore the pro-
posed visit of the Governor of
Jamaica among us in order to
personally acquaint himself with
the condifions under which we
live in a foreign country would
geriously redound to our discredit
among the large foreigu element
surrounding us aod who in a
great measure, look upon West
Indians in general, and Jamaicavs
in particular, as being beneath
tbem in intelligence, are we then,
in order to meet the views of a
few who are in a great measure
incapable of distinguishing be-
tween right aud wrong, ignore
the official who comes among us
with a view of making good by
future legislation ! Or, are we to
do the right thing and give Lim a
royal recepfion as sons of Jamai-
ca should do !

Many of you have read in “The
Times” a reproduction of a letter
signed J. B. Parker. Mr. Parker is
a black man, one who represents
the backbone of the Island we
proudly call our howe, he was
once Chief Secretary of the Na-
tional Club of Jamaica. of which
Mr. Cox was the shining light
and about the last man we would
have expected to take up the mat-
ter of Sir Syduey’s visit to Pana-
ma in the manly spirit shown iu
his letter. Mr. 2arker like an-
other writer (Mr. King), says that
Sir Syduey should be greeted as
the King's represertative and to
further give force to his writing
nas goue ahead of Sir Sydaey to
Pavama in order to arrange a
ftting reception for him; that the
people of Jamaica, more especial-
1y the peasant classes, are pleased
over the proposed visit is proven
by the intorest they have shown
in the matter, and - which thay
say will assist His Excellency in
his plans to establish Agricultu

ral loan bauks for the bevefit and
progress of the Jawmaica peasan-
try: there is also another object
in view, and one of greater im-
portance to our Island home, that
of personal observation as to how
Jamaica will be affected by the
opening of the Isthmian water-
way.

Sir Sydney’s plans to- acquire
the information himself is most
praiseworthy, and his position
among the most intelligent of the
Americaus who have from time to
time reproduced his writhrg con-
cerning the negro race is a proof
that he is well thought of, under
the circinstance the information
he will gather from the heads of
the Caval Company wonld be
withiheld from another man, his
visit zherefore, must in years to
come be of benefit to our Island.

Extending his visit to these
shores then wiil have a twolold
effect, that of making him ac-
quaivted with onr progress, and
at the soma time give these among
whom we labour the impression
that we still hava the protection
of the British Crown.

A short time ago Mr. Cox visit-
ed us, he addressed at least two
‘thousand Jamaicaus, and as far as
Jcan learn his ouly grivvance
was against certain high officials
formiug the Privy and Logislative
Covncils of Jamaica and with
the excaption of one reference to
His Exceliency the Govervor in
whi‘h he again brought out per-
sonal grievances [ am not aware
that he blamed the Governor for
the wholesale emigration to Cen-
tral America.
