ANIMAL  HEREDITY.

‘We occasionally find instances
of the inheritance by children of
ses traits of their ancestors, but
they are =o comparatively rare
and often so little marked as to
have led some students of the
subject to gnestion whether there
be snch a fhing as human Levedi-
ty. Physical peculiarities aro
often perpetuated, mental char-
acteris.ics mnch more rarely.

If we are looking for evidenco
of genuine heredity it isto the
animal kingdom that we mnust go,
and a very striking example of
it is seen in the development of
the American trofting lhorse
Many supposed that the trotfer
first appeared in America, bul
such was not the cue Its
origin was in Norfolk, Englaad.
where it was known s the Nor-
folk trotz+r. In 1738 the Euglish
thoroughbred — Messenger was
brorght 1o the States. In 1320
came a famous Norfolk trotter
called Bellfounder, which i/ was
claimed could trot seventeen
miles an hour. From these two
straing in 1849 came Rysdyk's
Hambletonian, the greatest of
equine progeuitors. So  little
were his great qualities suspeceed
that he was sold, with his dam,
to a labourer for $125. He lived
until 1576, heing the father of
more thar thirteen huodeed off-
spring. Forty of thase made re-
cords of 230 or better. Oa
bundred and fiffy of his sous
sired nearly fifteen hundred
standard trotters and eighty ol
his daughters produced one hun-
dred and teo in the 2.30 list. It
isestimated that fifteen thousand
out of the seventeen thonsand
trotters there huve been in the
States were descendants of this
wondarful horse. All the great
trotters but one have had Hamble-
tonian blood. In 1901 oue hun-
dred and thirty-five out of one
hondred and thirty-eight  with
records of 2.10 traced to him.
He brought his owner $290,000
in the stud. Great spred saeins
to have been dormant in Hamble-
touian, for he never exceeded 315,

ment of speed could produce them
to the same extent it would vot

take long to make the world

over.
