Tripoli, on which the attention
of the world is now focussed, i3
yery litzle frequented by the tray-
eller. Even those privileged few
_ who “do the Mediterranean thor-
- oughly™ do not call at this little
town—typically Moorish is aspéct,
and which is clumsily buoilt on a
small North African promontory
some two hundred miles south of
Malta.

The tourist sometimes calls at

Aund why should the tonrist
visit Lripolit Unless he is a
keen student or arcnw ology—and
from tuis poing of view Lripoli,
Wita its remarkable wealth of an-
tiquities, 1s well worth a prolong-
ed stay—there is littls to attract
nim o Lhis barren or ratlier uu-
safe land. Here and there a few
(ases balauce their palms and
there are a few fertile tracts, es
peeialiy aloug the coast, but the
desolate and extensive wastes of
cand or rock between these make
one esitate to travel far in this
inbospitable land where Euro-
peaus are from welcome; whera
water is scarce, railroads un-
kunown; where the sirocco blows
fiercely—especially at this time
of the year—and where the gen-
eral atmosphere that pervades the
litthe squalid towns, with their
fortuous, evil-smelling streets, the
market places outside tha walls,
and the primitive encanfpments
of aggressive-looking nomads,
~ geems to remind one unpleasantly
that Tripoli was for mavy centu-
ries chiefly famous for its pirates,
the arcaded scourge of the Medit-
erranean.

The capital, without claims to

great picturesqueness is not an
ugly place shen viewed from the
sea from outside the roadstead
guarded by a dangerous bar.
. oIt is surrouwnded, like most
Moorish aud Tunisian cities, by
dilapidated walls. On oue side
of the harbor are a few furts and
eartnworks, which boest a lew
wuus, and ac e ovher end stands
e “castle” ofythe Lurkisn Gov-
eruor.  Above glhe town tower
the mWinarets ana the dawling
white domes of a few mosques,
wnich are ¢he religious aud politi-
cal places of rendezvous of fue
Myslem inhabitants. *

Thera ivory and ostrich foathers
are brought from the souzh by
the ,caravans along desert roads,
which have been used for cen—
furies, Barthenware, native and
European tissues, fruit (mostly
dates, figs and olives,) and all
kinds of vegetables ate every-
where in evidence.

But what is most interesting to
the visitor is Meshiga—or Mes-
linga—a vast and delightful oasis
to the east of Tripoli. "There,
amid the verdant palm groves,
are the towbs of the Karamaulian
Sultanas(a Karamanli and his
desendants governed Tripoli dar-
ing the eighteen century and
unéil 1835,) and there also, in rus-
tie, Central Africen cane hnts,
live the Sudanese negroes, descen-
dauts of slaves captured in the
*tsouth,” who are such a {ypical
foature of Tripoli.

Here and there are scattered
groups of mud-houses, where
Arabs dwell. and beyoud, amid
the sandhills, are the fents of
numberless nomads.

The rapid deseription of the
capital of Lripoli if3 eavirons
were no! complete withoné a men-
ion of the wretched Gresk sponge
fiishers, ko many of whom dis of
paralysis as a resu/t of constant
diving, and of Lebda e small
harbor, sixty miles east of Tri-
poli, ehielly known for its exports
of espario grass.

Hsparto grass is one of the
phrases which recure most fre-
quently in the couversation of
I'ipolitans, for it is oue of the
chief exports of that lictle knowa
laad. The fibre of this precious
piaant, wiich attains a hight of
svveral feat and arows in thick,
wide clusters, is vsed for all kinds
of purposes. Mats, buskets aud
ropr are nade with it, and when
it 1 a8 been vashed aund bleached
it ia extensivily used by paper
manufacturer:,

Turkish t-oops are everyvhere
to be seen i and around Lripoli,
and tue Arabs of the interior are
well armed fanatics, wonderful
riders, excellens marksmen, and
sturdy men who know not fear
and who have the wost bullicose
instinets.
