The survivors from the Uni-
ted Kingdom have now rea-
ched this country.

PROPAGANDA

Some of the Australian
prisoners of war who were
rescued by a United States
naval force after a Japane-
se transport had been sunk
on its journey from Singapo-
re to Japan have related in-
oidents thowing the Japa-
nese anxiety about propa-
ganda

In a camp in Burma on
the Japanese Emperor's bir
thday in 1943 the prisoners
were made to clean a hospi-
tal ward containing 700 men
White-coated orderlies pho-
toxrapl{ed the prisoners as-
sisting the disabled meny
and then handed round
blank sheets of paper uana
photographed the men “rea
ding letters from home".

Finally they filmed the pri
soners belng issued with
“fruit drinks” whidh were
really bottles of cold tea. —
Other men were filmed with
Japanese doctors “opera-
ting" on them, and immedia
tely afterwards they had to
pose as a lorry-load of hap
py, singing men being d
ven to work on the railway.
The lorr yactually stopped at
the camp gate,

The Australians raceived
nomedigines of any kind
from the Japanese, The sick
had their rations cut and
their own doctors were re-
fused medical supplies or in
wumenyl. One surgeon fa

result was an
death-rate, the lowest esti-
mate of deaths being one in
five. When the railway was'
finished about Oatober,
1943, those not needed for
