6.—After the final destruction of Nazi Tyran~
ny, they hope to see established a peace which
will afford to all nations the means of dwelling
in safety within their own boundaries, and
which will afford assurance that all the men in
all lands may live out their lives in freedom
from fear and want.

7—Such a peace should enable all men ta
traverse the high seas and oceans without hin=
derance.

We again urge all who were born in this
country of alien parents, to secure their cons-
titutional status before the 26th. day of August
of the current year, when the privilege will
expire. Remember — time waits for no one —
that a nail in the horse-shoe at the right time
would have saved the lives of both horse and
rider, and that the American Continent will be
for Americans at home and abroad. 3
