WORLD FEDERATION
OF YOUTH

Plans for an international or-
ganisation of young people, to be
known as the World Federation
of Democratic Youth, were form-
ulated at the World Youth Con-
ference in London. A draft sons-
titution was unanimously approv-
ed at one of the closing sesilons
last week by more than 600 de-
legates from 83 naticns.

It is proposed that the new
organisation will hold 4 plenary
session at least once every three
years. The Federation's Council
will meet at least once a year,
and the Executive Committee
once every three months.

Priucipal aims of ‘he Federa-
tion, as outlined in tac rcastitu-
tion, are the promotion of inter-
national co-operation in the fields
of ppolitics, jeconomice, cultural
and social activities, and active
assistance in all meosures to en-
