EUROPE IN REVOLUTION

By Professor Vincent Harlow

Europe is a continent in the throes of multiform revo-
Jution. What happens there will be the principal—perhaps
the crucial— factor in determining whether the world will
move towards cohesion and peace or towards self-destruc-
tion. The European revolution has not yet taken the form
of civil wars only because the victorious Allies have been
controlling enemy territories with overwhelming milit;ry
power and because the liberated countries have been in a
state of prostration. As the Allies relax their control and
as life in the devastated countries begins to revive, rival
theories and interests within each nation state are emerging
to renew their struggle. This conflict has been temporarily
suppressed by the tyranny of the Nazi and Fascist dicta-
torships and then submerged by the avalanche of yar.

‘We cannot avoid using the political labels of left,, right
and center, but their use tends to induce over-simplification
of the issues. The forcing of the greater part of Europe into
the totalitarian mould, then the utter destruction of the

“ German system which carried it out has produced a state
of flux unknown since the fall of the Roman Empire.

What is now happening is a series of seismic convul-
sions; and he would be a rash man who dared to forecast
the future configuration. The masses are at war with privi-
lege, social and industrial; and—this much is clear—many
would like to combine economic socialism with political
liberty. The indications are, however, that in most, if not
all, the countries concerned they will not run the risk of
sacrificing the former for the sake of the latter. If the wes-
fern Allies wish to see liberty as they understand it survi-
ve, they must, by means of UNRRA and other methods,

y enable the peoples, of Europe to live in the future at a decent
Jevel. Otherwise they will turn fo authoritarianism. In

some countries the form adopied would be authoritarian
Communism; in others, neo-Fascism In a democralic dis

guise; and in others a more traditional form of imposed
authority based on religious concepts. Authoritarianisr

hes the freedom of the individual spirit irrespective
of whether its label happens to be right-handed or left-
handed.

The democracies must not go down to posterity
—supposing there is any—as nations who, when asked
for bread and the means to win it in sufficient quantities.
confined themselves to talking loftily of the vote.

Against this background of confused struggle for eco~
nomie security which is interlocked with a simulfaneous
contest between rival ,political instruments, it may be
useful to attempt a round-up of the present situation in
some of the countries concerned.
