“Throughout the action Ma-
jor Turner visited his defenses
wherever threatened, and he
was to be found wherever the
five was heaviest. At one point,
finding one qn.-pnundcr gun
only of a group still in action,
gerved by an officer and a ser-
geant, the rest of the crew
having been knocked out, he
himself, acted as gun loader
and with his two companious
destroyed five enemy tanks.

“Wounded in the head, he
refused aid until the last tank
was destroyed. His personal
gallantry and complete disre-
gard for danger as he moved
about encouraging his battalion
to hold out-to the end, resulted
in a sever defeat of the enemy
tanks. He set an example of
leadership and bravery, which
inspired the whole battalion
and will remain an inspiration
to his regiment”.

News that Major Turner, her
second son to win the Victoria
Cross, had achieved that ho-
nor, was conveyed to Mrs,
Charles Buller Turner, of|
Thatcham, Berkshire, in a spe-
cially decorated “Greetings
Telegram” from the War Offi-
ce. This came close on the
heels of an earlier telegram
which announced that Major
Turner had recovered in the
hospital from a head wound,
inflicted in the action which
won him the cross.
