Formerly all printing  paper
was made of cotton rags, wiile
letter paper and other ‘styles in-
tonded to ba written oa with ink
w=re mad= of lin=n, bat ths vast
amount of papar usad for priatig
in this modern age put all reii-
ance on cotton rags out of ths
question, and something wlse had
to bs found. Certain soft white
woods, with a fiue grain, finally
rewarded the labours of the
saarchers and of the chemists, and
8o they have been able to maks
tha wood mentioned a circulating
modium when issned from the
presa that is counted by millims
of tons, as well as million of dol-
lura .

‘Tha wool is ernghed ia wills”
and treated with chemicals uatil
it isreduced to a pulp.

la sheets of paper, which had to
be tarued to be “printed on the
other sils.  But papers are priot-
ed on  rotary .presses frow cnor-
mous rolls of wood paper, weigh-
ing a thousand pounds and more,
and this paper is antomatically
unrolled as it goes through the
rapidly revolving  printing ma-
ehines.
