RETURN OF PHYSICAL
WRECKS TO BARBADOS

- FROM BRAZIL.

The Demerara ** Chronicle”
says :—The continual arrival at
Baroados of labonrers, West In-
dian and others, discarded by the
South American management of
thé* Madeira-Mamore Railway on
account of their baving broken
down in health has raised a prob-
lem in an acute form, which the
island anthorities will uneed to
degl with at a very early date.
The question has been raised by
the submisssion of a minute to
the General Board of Health and
Quarantine Board by the Health
Officer of the Port, Dr. J. F. E
Bridger, who feared the endanger
ing of Barbados’ health by the
arrival in the barbour of the
Cuban s.s, " Oteri” with returos
from Brazil” It appears that
on  February sth, 1he * Oteri”
arrived at Barbados with
219, passengers, 120 of whom
wera Veneznelan natives, and the
remainder West Indians, who had
been taken out of the Company’s
hospital at Puerto Velho and put
on board ship. “By far the
larger number of these are physi-
cal wrecks, the result of havdshiy
and digease, Some suffers from
i-beri, others have bad dysen-
many others ma
ixia, and quite a few mani-
general debility.”  Theques-
tion of procedure arose and i cu-
rious defect was found to exist in
the Barbados Quarantine Law.
By the West Indiaa Sanitary Con-
vention proper measures are pro-
vided for the regulation of com-
merce which touch at ports of
colouies parties to the Coaveation
whera disease happens to be
prevalent, but there is no law for
dealing with vessels arriviog from
infected non-Convention  ports.
By the Act of 1903, it appaars, it
was decided that ships arriving
from foreign ports were to be
dealt with aceording to Ragila
tions to b made by tha Quiraa-
tine Board, and approved by the
Legislatare, but no such Rales
have been made. Thwe prasid=nt,
Mr. W. K. Chandler, siid that
nntil such regulations hat been
made ships- from foreign ports
should be treated in accorda e
with Regulations Convention, bat
that was only moral advies anl
gave no right of legal action.
What thevefore, was to be doie
with the Venezuelans who ar-
rived by the “Oteri"! It was
agreed to allow the West Indians
to land. The gnestion remaiued as
to the procedure to be adopted in
regard to the other 120 passen-
gers, Clwarly as the law stood
