When
there was interruption on the
railroad some time ago and we
did not know when trains
would pass through, we refus-
ed for part of a day to give
ice to resellers, fearing that
thev might abuse the public
by raising the price, so we kept
what we had, to retail to the
public that they might not be
imposed upon, and to control
the price and keep it at its
usual retail rate; even though
the train had not been able to
come through for two days,
we could have given the public
ice. Please come to the right
place before publishing state-
ments, calculated to damage
‘this enterprise and mislead the
public.
